While conducting fire investigations, his duties 
have included examination of the fire scene, 
collecting and documenting evidence, interview-
ing witnesses and/or suspects, completing re-
ports, making arrests and presenting cases to 
the District Attorney for filing of criminal 
charges.   

 

 In terms of his responsibilities in Fire 
Suppression, he holds the rank of Firefighter 
and is assigned to the Departmentôs Technical 
Rescue team and is also a Rescue Technician 
on the Orange County Urban Search and Res-
cue Team.
